The Belleview Avenue Station will be located just south of the I-225/ I-25 interchange. It will be the first station to serve the dense office corridor along south I-25. The station will lie below the Union Avenue bridge and at the end of the 


Quebec Street cul-de-sac. It will be on-grade and require no stairs or elevators to access. The station will have 8 RTD bus bays and space for 4 buses operated by a new circulator system serving the Tech Center, Greenwood Plaza, and Inverness business parks. Limited parking will be provided. 

Belleview Avenue Station will serve the second densest employment center outside of downtown, located just east of the station in the Tech Center. J.D. Edwards, alone, will have over 13,000 employees when their campus is built out. To better serve employees in this area, an elevator will be built on the north side of the Union bridge, west of I-25, allowing people walking to and from the Tech Center on the bridge to reach the platform easily. A similar elevator will be built on the east side of I-25 by the Tech Center, allowing easy access the J.D. Edwards campus from the bridge. Additionally, a Tech Center shuttle will serve the platform.
