The Orchard Station will be located north of Orchard Avenue in the Greenwood Plaza office park on the west side of I-25. It will be accessible from both Orchard and Belleview via Syracuse. The station will be on-grade, with an adjacent kiss-n-Ride. 


Bus drop-offs will occur on Syracuse, just a few hundred feet west of the platform. The Denver Tech Center shuttle will also serve this site. 

The Orchard Station will function as a major access point to the Greenwood Plaza office park. The City of Greenwood Village is currently studying alternatives for increasing the density of the office park, further promoting transit use. The station area will also be designed to accommodate a potential pedestrian overpass over I-25 to Tech Center offices and housing areas. This will be a private sector undertaking.
